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Subject:  Microsoft FrontPage Usage in Web Site Development
Standard Procedure Statement: FrontPage is not recommended in the Enterprise Standards for new web page development.  The procedure is provided for use by agencies that have not yet been able to upgrade to an approved web development tool.
Purpose:  To detail the prohibition of FrontPage server extensions.
Standard Procedure Maintenance Responsibility:  The Office of Enterprise Technology is responsible for maintaining and updating this standard procedure.

Procedure:  Agencies currently using Microsoft FrontPage to publish web pages on the main KY Web server, (http://agency.state.ky.us/ or http://www.ky.gov/) or any of the UNIX/Netscape web servers, should be aware that the FrontPage Server Extensions are NOT supported on these servers at this time. Some tips are included below. 

Although the Commonwealth Office for Technology does have a Microsoft Windows/IIS server available for production, this server is mostly used for the hosting of pages that use Active Server Pages (ASP) and other Microsoft only features. ASP is generally used for interactive database access to MS SQL Server or other supported databases. Most web sites don't really need to use the FrontPage extensions. 

Where possible, web sites and pages should be developed for the UNIX/Netscape environment, which does NOT include the newer Microsoft features. Sites that need to be on the IntraNet and truly secure may be candidates for the OS/390 Web Server so that RACF Security can be used. More information about this environment will be made available in the future as this environment evolves. 

In general, there are other ways to do the FrontPage extension items, like using a CGI script for a Mail Form (see http://www.state.ky.us/soupermail/manual/ for documentation).
